
SOHO HAT

PATTERN NO. 1728 • Intermediate

SIZE: Pattern is written for average adult size.

MATERIALS
Knit One, Crochet Too® Yarn
Ty-Dy Socks Dots (100-gr/436-yd, 80% wool/20% nylon):
1 ball #6186

Needles:One set dp knitting needles each US sizes 1 and 8 (2.25 mm
and 5 mm), or size to obtain gauge

GAUGE
In St st, with smaller needles, 34 sts = 4 in./10cm
To save time, take time to check gauge.

Using smaller needles, and one strand of yarn, CO 162 sts.
Rnd 1: * K3, p3; rep from * around, taking care not to twist sts
when joining rnd.
Cont in est ribbing for 2.75 in.
Change to larger needles. Using 2 strands held tog (hold current
strand and pick up strand from opposite end of ball and hold tog),
beg Lace Pat as follows:
Rnd 1: Knit.
Rnd 2: (Yo, ssk) around.
Rnd 3: Knit.
Rnd 4: (K2 tog, yo) around.
Rep Rnds 1–4 for 3 in., dec 6 sts evenly in last knit rnd—156 sts rem.

Top Shaping:
Rnd 1: * K2 tog, k10; rep from * around—143 sts rem.
Rnd 2: Knit.
Rnd 3: * K2 tog, k9; rep from * around—130 sts rem.
Rnd 4: Knit.
Cont in this manner, dec 13 sts evenly eor until 13 sts rem.
Cut yarn and thread through rem sts. Pull to close top.
Weave in ends.

CO - cast on
cont - continue
dec - decrease
dp - double pointed
eor - every other row
est - established
k - knit
p - purl
pat - pattern
rem - remain(ing)
rep - repeat
rnd - round
ssk - insert needle in front of first st

and in back of next st and k2 tog
st(s) - stitch(es)
tog - together
yo - yarn over
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
